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With a view to further promoting the traditional friendship and cooperation
between China and developing countries, and meanwhile accelerating human resource
development and economic social progress in the People’s Republic of Bangladesh,
Ministry of Commerce of the People’s Republic of China has set up MOFCOM
Scholarship sponsoring the young and the middle-aged talents from developing
countries to pursue their postgraduate degree education in China. There are two types
of MOFCOM Scholarship programs, implemented by China Scholarship Council
(CSC Program) and individual university (University Program) respectively.
MOFCOM Scholarship 2020 includes 38 programs totally, of which 37 University
Programs and 1 CSC Program, implemented by 33 institutes. Please find attached
document for 2020 List of MOFCOM Degree Education Programs, and be noted the

following new requirements for the scholarship application:

1. Certificate of Good Conduct is one of the compulsory:documents for
application in accordance with the new policy of Ministry of Education of
China. The CGC issued by the relevant authorities of Bangladesh
Government should be submitted along with other required application

documents.

2. To mitigate the COVID-19 pandemic spread risk, students are required to
comply with the counter-epidemic regulations and quarantine measures of the
Chinese Government in time when enter China for study. Family members'

visits are prohibited during the pandemic.
